
Joining the Truth Teller's Family  
 
First you choose to agree and say you agree with God: 
 

1) that you have done things that are wrong (sinned) in God’s sight and that 
God has a right to demand a penalty be paid for those sins 

 
2) that because God the Father loved you so much that he gave his only son, 
Jesus, to die for the sins you have committed, you won’t ever have to die for 
those sins yourself. 
This is what Romans 10:9 means when it says confess with your mouth the 
Lord Jesus.  

 
Then you believe that God raised him from the dead—just like he’s going to raise you 
when he sends Jesus back for all his children -- and made him ruler over everything, 
including you. 
 
Verse 10 explains how this works. For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, 
and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. 
The Jews used the word heart as the center or the inmost being. In other words, when 
the real true inside you believes the truth that Jesus has paid with his life for your sins, 
you are seen by God as without guilt. Saying out loud to someone that you agree with 
the standards God has set is just a recognition that you choose to consent with God to 
keep those standards.

Read the list below and determine which of the truths you choose to believe: 
9 God really loves me and wants me to be part of his family. John 3:16 in the 

Bible says, “God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten son that 
whosoever believes in him should not perish but have everlasting life.”  

9 Jesus paid the price for all my sins (bad choices and wrong actions, thoughts 
and feelings) so I wouldn’t have to. Isaiah 53:6 tells us that all of us have 
strayed away from God’s ways and turned to our own ways; but the Father has 
laid all that wrong on Jesus. That means he allowed Jesus to be punished for 
all of our sins. 

9  Jesus will never send me away. John 6:37 says, “The one who comes to me I 
will by no means turn away.” 

9  God will give me a new heart and make me able to change. In Ezekiel 36:27 
God promises, “I will put My Spirit within you and cause you to walk in My 
statutes, and you will keep My judgments and do them.” 

 
If the real you believed all 4 of those statements, then all you have to do to become a 
part of God’s family is to pray the following prayer, or similar words of your own: 
 
“God, I know I’m a sinner and can’t do anything to save myself. I really believe you 
want me to be part of your family, and so you sent Jesus to save me. I accept what he 
did for me. I am truly sorry for my sins, and with your help, I want to turn away from 
the wrong thinking, feeling and acting I’ve been doing. Jesus, please forgive me and 
come into my heart right now. I will trust you to be in charge of how I think and feel 
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and act from now on. Help me to live for you every day. Thank you for loving me and 
forgiving my sins. Thank you that with your help I can be who you made me to be. 
Thank you that I’ll never die, but will get to live with you in heaven forever. In Jesus 
mighty name, I pray.  
Amen “
